Presenting the above-mentioned
documentation does not guarantee that the visa will be granted. We strongly recommend that you do
not purchase an airline ticket unless the visa has been approved and the German Mission requests you
to do so.

The processing time can take up to three months. Once the application has been approved by the relevant
German authority, the German Mission will issue a visa valid for 3 months. Your subsequent residence
permit will be issued by the competent Aliens Authority in Germany. You are required to apply well in
advance for it before the expiry of the visa.
